On January 4, 2017, Village residents and The
. Green Areas Advisory Board were treated to
an informative talk given by Mr. Solomon
Gamboa of Pioneer Landscapes, LLC. Mr.
Gamboa began his presentation by talking about how the
well being of our ecology is declining worldwide. Most of
this decline is due to native species extinction. People
need to remove invasive species and reintroduce
sustainable agriculture.

Mr. Gamboa gave some interesting statistics
around land usage. Eighty percent of the people in the
United States live on 3% of the land. Forty percent of the
land is used for livestock, which is a luxury compared to
other countries, while 20% usage is in crops. There are 40
million acres of lawn in the United States, equivalent to 20
Yellowstone National Parks.

So, how can people improve the ecological well
being of the land? One way is to create a Midwest

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Tallgrass Prairie, creating a grassland ecosystem. These
prairies consist of native flowering plants to enhance
pollination during the warm months as well as grasses that
hold an aesthetic structure during the winter. Four hours
of sun is needed per day.

Another way to enhance the ecosystem is to plant
fruit bearing trees. Some examples given for the
Cincinnati area include American persimmon, chestnut,
paw paw, American hazel nut and swamp white oak. Red
bank grape vines are also an excellent plant to grow
because not only are the grapes edible, so are the leaves.
Just be sure to have enough room for the vines to grow
above deer height!!! All of these flowers, grasses, trees
and vines will help bring nature back into flow by creating
host plants for caterpillars, bees and other insects.

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Yes! You can tap maple trees in our climate.
=« Our season starts a little earlier than points
north because our above freezing days/freezing
nights happen in early to mid-February. The
maple sap rises up from the roots on days in the high 30s
to 40s and plunges back down when it freezes at night.
The buds on the maple trees signal for the sap to rise on
those days to fortify them in preparation for bursting out
into leaves. Once the buds are ready to break, the sap no
longer plunges back down to the roots but supplies a
steady flow of sugary nutrients so the tree can leaf out for
summer. Once the sap stops rising it is past its prime for
syrup making. Maple syrup season lasts about 6 weeks.

Maple sap is 2% sugar and 98% water. In order to produce
syrup the sap must reach a density of 66% on the Brix
scale. The Brix scale reads the percentage of sugar in the
maple syrup. It is measured by using a hydrometer. Maple
syrup reaches the proper density at 219.5°F or 7.5° above
the boiling point of water.

The ratio of sap to syrup in our area is roughly 50:1, so 50
gallons of sap boiled down to evaporate the water content
will give you about a gallon of syrup!

2017 marks the 5™ year for us tapping our “sugar bush.”
We will tap 12 trees with trunks diameter of 12” or more.
The really big trees can handle 2 taps. The trees are not all
that consistent from year to year in how much sap they
will give, but we have gotten on average 15 gallons of sap
per tap.

Making maple syrup at home is very different than
operations that are set up in a dedicated shed with an
evaporator, fancy measuring tools and dry firewood! Aside
from adapting more modern techniques to process our sap,
we still enjoy the backyard method. We have an old 12
gallon syrup kettle which is a heavy cast iron pot that
hangs over our fire pit. As the boiling sap reduces we add
more and more until the boil starts rising above 212°F, at
which time it’s time to bring in to the stove to finish off at

219-220°F, filter and bottle. If you have a good exhaust
fan over your stovetop the moisture should not collect in
the kitchen. The internet is full of articles and blogs about
small scale syrup making at home!

Tapping maple trees and collecting sap is fun. Bringing the
sap to syrup is a long project. It is a labor of love and
scientifically fascinating, but the trees don’t care if there is
snow on the ground or if the ground is a muddy mess...the
trees don’t care if it’s raining or sleeting. If you love
tromping around in iffy weather conditions and love
spending the end of winter outside, then maybe tapping
maple trees is for you!

The Cincinnati Nature Center offers maple syrup programs
for the whole month of February. Programs feature
identifying good tapping trees, tapping and evaporating the
sap in their state of the art “sugar house.”  http://

There are varying opinions about the origins of Valentine’s Day. Some believe it goes back 2000 years to ancient Rome. A
pagan fertility festival, L u p e r @lebtatedd.ypercus, a god who protected citizens from wolves and ensured the safety of
their crops and livestock in the upcoming year. Besides feasting, dancing and singing, a dog and goat were sacrificed and their
hides were used to slap women and agricultural fields. It was believed this practice would make the females and land more
fertile. This rite was carried on for hundreds of years in the middle of February.

: Over time, Christianity came to Rome and the population no longer believed in Lupercus. The

<s# %, Catholic Church decided to continue the holiday - without some of the pagan rituals. At least three

w30 different saints were named Valentine or Valentinus. One St. Valentine was killed circa 270 AD for
X his belief in Catholicism, and the church martyred him. A second St. Valentine (jailed for his

s religious beliefs) befriended his jailer’s blind daughter, and wrote her a note “From your Valentine”
&y shortly before he was beheaded. The young girl’s eyesight was miraculously restored. A third St.

" Valentine was known to marry young soldiers — a crime in the Roman Empire because single men

' made better soldiers than those with wives and families. When Valentine continued to perform

marriages for young lovers secretly, he was executed. All three saints were sympathetic, heroic,

brave, and romantic figures and became very popular. Though the observation of St. Valentine’s Day

stemmed from the early Romans, it became imbued with Anglo Saxon customs over the centuries.

Other European nations adopted this holiday. In England it was believed that birds found their mates mid-February, so it
was a perfect time to choose a sweetheart. The British played games, feasted and danced, and children went from door to door
singing, and homeowners gave them pennies or sweets. One game involved boys’ names written on scraps of paper, thrown in
a pot, and fetched out by girls, who supposedly would become their brides. In France, the custom was “une loterie d’amour” (a
lottery for love) wherein single men and women connected by shouting at each other from -
windows to pair up. Flower bouquets were often part of the courtship in France, too. Italians
traditionally gathered together in gardens to listen to poetry on February 14, and in Austria,
Hungary, and Germany, the day was celebrated with dancing and parties.

People started sending homemade poems or notes, which became known as valentines, to
their sweethearts mid-February. These were decorated with hearts, flowers, birds, or cupid-
like figures. The oldest known surviving valentine is preserved in London. It is a poem
written by Charles, Duke of Orleans, to his wife, while he was imprisoned
in the Tower of London in 1415. Written valentines became commonplace
in England in the 1400s. Shakespeare’s A Mi d summer Ni
., penned in the late 1500s, included references to the holiday. It continued to

' gain popularity.

Eventually the custom of observing Valentine’s Day crossed the ocean
_and came to the USA. In the mid-1700s, handmade valentines were
? exchanged in the states as symbols of affection. By the 1840s, the first mass-
produced valentines were sold in America. Particularly memorable were
those of Esther Howland, “Mother of the Valentine”, who commercially produced elaborate creations
layered with ribbons, lace, and pictures. In the Victorian era, valentines were lavishly adorned. In 1906,
American Greetings Company began operations, and by 1913 Hallmark supplied cards.

/ Currently over a billion Valentine’s Day cards are sent each year. Many Americans also exchange gifts
such as chocolates, candy, plush toys, lingerie, flowers, and jewelry. As well as being a commercial

holiday, February 14 has become a popular date for proposals and marriages. During the doldrums of

winges, Y alentine’s Day has become a special time to exchange tokens of love and to kindle romance.
